PROCEDURE:

1,

Truck with lifting boem, overhead hoist or forklift with
2000 pound lifting capacity.

A& 24" adjustable wrench or large pipe wrench,
One &" and two 12" adjustable wrenches,
Socket wrench with I5/16" and 1-1/2" sochkets.
Heavy duty pliars.

A heavy duty 12" serewdriver.

& 14" rtapered drift punch,

A pry bar,

4 medium =ize ballpeen hammer.

A ten pound sledge hammer,

Grease gpun,

Select & smoocth level piece of ground approximately 60
¥x 100" to assemble the SCHMELSER landleveler. Place the
bucket, with the bucket c¢cress brace attached, 1in the
center of rcthe level plece of ground and facing the
direction in which the machine i3 to be pulled,. Place
a wooeden bloek (27 x 8" or 2" x 8"  approximately 24"
long) under each bucket side plate to prevent sinking and
place at least one or preferably two column supports
uttder the bucket cross member to held it in position for
bolting to the main frame,

Place the rear cross frame approximately 20 feet in back
of the bucket and turn the wheels so they are parallel
to the cross frame; then the unit will stand without
addirlional support,.

Flace the right front and rear main frames on the righe
side of the bucket (standing behind the bucket lacking
forward) flat and on two pleces of wood (2" x 6" or 2"
x 8" approximately 36" long) under each main frame, one
near each end. Place the main frame with the {renc
bearing clamp welded on toward the front and with the



butt or large end about even with the bucket rell., FPlace
the right rear main frame hutt to butt with the right
front main frame, Slide together. Line up the mating
holes and inmnstall (2} L-1f4" KC x 4-1/2" Gr.8 bolts wicth
lack washers & hex nuts aond (1) 53/8" NC x 2" bolt with
lock washer and hex nut in the hole near the botteom L-
L/&" HC belt, Tighten all three.

Attach chain or sling to the bolted right main frames,.
Hoist the main (rameszs up and pesition them over the
bucket and bucket cross brace right end. Line up the
mating holes of the bucket cruss brace and the main frame
mounting plate. Install four 5/8" HC = 4-1/2" boles,
lock washers and hex nuts; snug up with wrench but de not
tighten. Place one assembly stand under the bucket cross
brace as close to the attached main frame as possible and
one assewmbly stand under the back end of the main frame
just high enough that the rear «cress frame can be
attached,.

Fositiun the rear cross frame against the flat plate oan
the rear end of the main frame. Adjust the main frame
height (if necessary) s¢ that the saddle clamp can be
placed around the rear cross frame tube and bolts can be
inserted through the tubes of the saddle clamp and the
four mating holes in the end plate of the rear maln
frame. Incert four 3/4"™ WC x 3" bolrs, lock washers and
hex muts, Snug wp but do not tighten, It must bhe loose
enough to move for sideways adjustment.

Holst the center cross frame up with sling or chain
attached to the 3™ x 3" cube so that the cross frame [s
parailel te the ground and oriented to the sguare hole
in the upper middle sectiocn of the right main frame.
Make =sure the cross frame is positioned so that the
attaching bracket on the bottom side of the 3" = 3"
square tube 1is flush on the side facing the forward end
of the machine. How slide the end of the sgquate tube
through the square hole in the frame wuntil the two
attaching holes match up. Install one 1" x 3-1/2" bolt
with lock washer and hex out and oune 5/8" x 2" bolt with
lock washer and hex nuts. Tighten securely. Place an
assembly stand under the canter cross frame hase angle
to suppeort it dn a level position.

Place the left fronmt and rear main frames on the Ileft
side of the bucket and repeat the assembly procedure of
Step 3 te assemble the left main frames.

dttach a chain or sling to the bolted left main frames.
Hoist them up, line the square hole io the frame up with
the 3" x 3" square tube of the center cross frame, Slide
the frame onto the tube wuntil the 1" NC x 3=-1/2" bolt can
be installed through the tube and the hole 1n the butre

plate. Install the lock washer and hex nut. Snug up
only, do mot tighten.

Align the main frame aover the bucket croess brace matching
the heles. Inztall fowr 3F8" WC = 4-1/2" bolrs, lack
washers and hex nuts, Snug up. Do not tighten.

[nstall the ether twe 5/8"™ NC = 2" boltsx in the center
cross frame/fmain frame noles. Do not tighten.

dwing the rear cross frame Inte position against the left
mailn frame rear attaching plate, adjust to install saddle
clamp and the four 3/4" XC x 3" belts, lock washers and
hex nuts. Snug up. Do not tighten. Both saddle clamps
must be lovse enough toe =lide on the rear cross member
for final adjustment.

Install the front steel wheel frame and main frame pivot
shaftr assembly (with bearing housing, thrust bearing,
inmer races, pin bearings, shaft ecap, o0il seal & dusc
cap) imto the bearing clamp Tecess on the front end of
the right a2nd left main frames. Squeeze the bhearing
clamps together and line wp the six mating holes,
Install six 3/4" KC = 2" belts, lock washers aond hex
nuts, Tighten up encugh to hoeld head tube in place and
place lock pin in pesicien.

Hoist the tongue with wheel(s) actached into position at
the fromt of the machine. Line wup and position the
extended rear section of the tongue with the main frame
pilvot shaft assembly mounted between the bearing clamps.
Line up the mating holes and install the mai{n pivot shaft
clevis pin, caatle out and cotter pin.

Install turnbuckle assembly. Connect one end to the top
hole in the bearing clamp and the other c¢levis end to the
tongue turnbuckle anchor. Use two clevis pins 1" x 2-
1/2" and two 1/4" x 1-3/4" lynech pins, Adjust tongue to
be parallel with the ground by adjusting the turnbuckle.

Install rear inside frame. Use four 578" ¥C x 2" bolts,
lock washers and hex nuts. Snug up only to allow slight
movemeant.

Install front cross brace., Use two 374" NG = 2" bolts,
lock washers and hex nuts. Gnug up only.

Install front craoss frame between the front cross brace
and main frame. Use one 3/4"™ ¥C = 2" bolt, lock washer
and hex nut and two 578" NC x 2" bolts with lock washers
and hex nuts. Snug up onaly.

Install right and left pull braces (the lefr one has twe
Pins welded to 1t to wmount the front turnbuckle when

bolts, lock washers and hex nuts. Atctach hetween the
front cross brace and the bucrket cross brace. Sriug up
only.

Push the tire axle under the main frame. Allgn the tire
axle =0 that when mounted to the rear of the bucket, the
cylinder anchors are on the backside toward the rear
cross [rame. Yow push the tire axle up until the legs

slide into the gussets on the rear of the bucket. Line
up the holes and insert a 1" NC x 3-1/2" belr with zerks,
through each hole. Put a locknut on each bolt and
tizhten.

Install two short cross rods {crossed) between the center
cross frame and the rear inside frame. Use two 3/8" HC
x 2" bolts, lock washers and hex nuts ac center Cross
frame and two 578" NC x 2" bolts, lock washers and hex
nuts at the rear inside frame end. Leave the rod
assemblies loose.

Now install the two long cross rods [crossed) between the
rear inside Fframe and the rear cross frame. Use two 5/87
MC x 2" bolts, lock washers and hex nuts at the rTear
crass frame end and two 5/8" BC x 2" bolts, lock washers
and hex nuts at the rear inside frame end. Leave the rod
assemblies loase,

Adjust the right and left main frame spacing on the rear
cross fLrame. It should be ecentered by measuring from
head tube to edge of main frame plate and sighting aleng
the outside edge of both main frames to make sure they
are not bowed In or out. Then tighten all edight saddle
clamp bolts and nuts securely.

Tighten up all eight cross rod attaching bolts,

Tighten up all four cross rod turnbuckles sufficiently
to sgquare up the frames, Then install the cross rod U-
bolts,

Tighten all boles im fronmt cross frame, bucket cross
brace and rear inside frame.

Install T-bar lift arms on bucket top Tear sectlon with
cylinder attaching extension pointing toward the frant
of the machine and the short end (distance frem end heole
te cylinder attaching hole) mounted on the bucket. Use
one 1" NC x " bole with nylen lock nut.

Install 1ift link turnbuckle assembly onto the end of the
center cross frame. Align the turnbuckle s¢ that the
locking handle is located at the tep; now slide the tube
over the stub, Install end plate amd /2" NC x 1-1/2"

bolt with loek washer. To attach the bottom end of the
1ife 1ink assembly, line up the 1ift link clevis end with
the T-bar 1ink end hole, Adjust the turnbuckle by
turning, cleckwise or countercleckwise until the mating
holes 1ine wup and the 1" HC = 3-1/2" holt can be
installed; then install 1" nylen lock nut. Make sure the
grease fitting is fFacing out for ecase of lubricating.

To install the other 11ftf link, Eollow the same proecedure
as Indicatred in Step 27.

Install twe 3-1/2" x B" cylinders onte the tire axle.
Use 1" x &" c¢ylinder pins, Positivn the shafe end clevils
#traddle of the cylinder attaching lug. Insert the
cylinder pin and secure with hiceh pin clips. Posicien
the other clevis end straddle of the bucket actaching
lug. Insert the cylinder pin and secure with hitch pin
clips.

Install hydrauwlic piping and [(ittings from the front of
the machine to the tire axle and install the 33" hoses
into the upper port of the cylinders and the lower set
of eross pipes. Use teflon tape for thread sealant on
all pipe and house joints. Support the piping with five
double pipe clamps; one on the angle welded pon the top
front of the main frame, one on the front creoss brace,
one on edach pipe hangar located on center cross frame
base angle pointing toward the ground. TUse five 5/18&"
ME x 2-1/2" bolrs, lock washers and hex nurs,

Inscall one straight link lock between the T-har and
eylinder adjusting scvrew, which {2 mounted on the bucket
hanger tube [vne on each side of the machine) using two
1™ NC = 3™ boles, lock washer and hex nucts mounted toe the
adjusting screw and twe 1" NC x 3™ belts with nylon lock
nuts mounted to the T-bar 1link.

Make a final check of the assembled landleveler. Cross
rads should be Eighrenad. The jam nut should be locked
up against the turnbuckle, The freont turnbuckle must be
adjusted correctly. Lock pins should be in place. Make
sure all frame and cross member bolts are tight, Saddle
clamp bolts must be tilght and positioned correctly on the
rear cross frame,

Install pipes and Ffittings from the front of the machine
to the center cross frame base angle; alse the cross
plpes. Dge five double pipe clamps; one on the [ront
main frame opposite the tramsport pipe hanger with 5/18"
x 2-1/2" bolts, lock washers and hex nuts, two pigpyback
on top of the Etransport pipe clamps with 5/18" x 35"
bolte, lock washers & hex nuts, and two on each pipe
hanger located on the center cros= frame opposite the




transport creoss lines with 3/16" = 2-1/2" bolts, lock
washers and hex nuts.

Ty TRAWSPORT THE LANDLEVELER ON THE ROAD:

L.

Move the bucket to its lowest position, then install the
cylinder locking bars. The tire axle will be up and lock
pins in place. Remove both lock pins from the tire axle.
Lower the tire axle hydraulically until the lock pins can
be teinserted into the same holes. This will leock the
wheels into the transport pesition with the rear steel
wheels off the ground,

4llgn the tongue with the frame center line, then Lnsert
the pivet shaft lockout pin, with the wrench portion up,
between the Erames and through the rear hole of the frount
main frame pivor shaft,

Adjust the front turnbuckle teo hookup to the tractor
drawbar, thenm readjust for the wheel/ground clearance
desired.

Do net try to move the landleveler on the recad on its

steel wheels. Always use the transport wheels when
moving on roadwavs.

T LOWER LANDLEVELER FOR LAND LEVELTHNG:

l.

Lower the tire axle hydraulically encugh to remove the
locking pins. Raise the tire axle slowly until the front
or rear wheels touch the ground, Adjust the front
turnbuckle wuncil «che pins are free. Remove the
turnbuckle and mount it on the left pull brace with two
lynech pins.

If the machine does not have a hydraulically actuated

Remove the pivot shaft lockout pin, the 1" zhaft between
the front ends of the frame, place it in the pin holder
bracket at the front of the machine.

The bucket leveling and depth adjustments are made by
adjusting the 1ift screws located on each side of the

landleveler.

Check the rear wheels for travel alignment;:

a, [Loosen both stabilizer bearing cap screws Lo assure
that the bearing or roller is free to meve In the
slok,



b. Stretch a string Erom the outside o0f cone wheel rim
to the outside of the oppositsa whegl Tim
approximately 14" off of and parallel to the ground.

<. Adjust each wheel so that the string touches the
full suvrface of each wheel rim with no bend in rthe
string. {Visually check from outside of one wheel
to the ocutside of the other)

d. Retighten the bearing or roller cap screws In the
stabilizer.

e, Eemove the string and new the landleveler is ready
to use,

lperating the machine under adverse condicions. such as
extremely rough ground, rocks or stumps, may cause the
hiecch end bolt ro break. If this oeccurs, do not replace
the factory imstalled bolt with a case hardened bolt.
It is Iintended to be a safety shear pin.

Hydraulic Cylinder opticn. Adjust cylinder adjusting

screw, located on the piston end of the buchket cylinder,
o that the pivot point {4) 15 located 1/8" forward of
a direct line hetween the upper turnbuckle; attach peoine
({B) and the lower attach point (C) on each side of the
machine. {S5ee Drawing on the following page}

Adjust the bucket 1ife turnbuckle to "Level™, set blade
and working height of the buckert.

Recheck adjustment ¥o, 7 above, to make sure pivot point
is within tolerance (0" to 1/8"Y. If necessary, teadjust
No., ¥ and No. & above.
